The reason for the
TEMPORARY move is to upgrade the
OEC facility to comply with current
American with Disabilities Act
Accessibility requirements. The English
as a Second Language classes may
return to the OEC as early as
September 2013. Considering the
TEMPORARY nature of this relocation,
SCC seeks guidance from the
Commission regarding whether or not
a Substantive Change Proposal is
required.
